Ashford Borough Council is a District Council in Kent.

Reporting Period
April 2008 - end March 2009, April 2009 - end March 2010 and April 2010 – end March 2011.

Change in Emissions

A decrease in emissions was seen across the board in 2009/10, in accordance with the council placing a renewed emphasis on carbon management throughout its operations. The principle increase in emissions for 2010/11 was seen in Scope 1. This was because of increased transport emissions within the Council’s fleet of waste collection vehicles due to higher mileage. Some of these vehicles now travel to Allington rather than Canterbury to complete their rounds. The markedly colder winter has also led to an increase in gas consumption for the heating of council premises.
Approach
We have followed the Government’s guidance on how to collect and report emissions data - DEFRA “Guidance on how to measure and report your greenhouse gas emissions.”

Organisational Boundary
We have included emissions from our main buildings and from services which we contract out.

Operational Scope
We have measured our scope 1, 2 and significant scope 3 emissions.
