Who are we:

We are the Willesborough Community Forum.  We work in partnership with other agencies to tackle and reduce all types of crime and disorder across Willesborough Community.

Anti-Social Behaviour is one of our top priorities coupled with ensuring that people are able to live in a safe environment.  Anti-social behaviour is anything which reduces the quality of people’s lives by causing them alarm, harassment or distress.  We think that Anti-social behaviour is totally unacceptable and unwelcomed in Willesborough.

As a community Forum we think that everyone has the right to enjoy life in their own way, as long as their behaviour does not upset anyone.  We are totally committed in working with you, the local community to help us provide detailed information that is not only happening to you direct but also within your area of residence.  We need you to provide us with the evidence thus the reason for issuing you with an Incident Reporting Form to enable us to build up a picture of what is happening in the area of Willesborough.

What is Anti-Social Behaviour

It can take many forms, ranging from neighbour disputes and nuisance to harassment of individuals, families and whole neighbourhoods.  Typically this may include any of the following:

Abusive and insulting behaviour – written or verbal, Violence and threats of violence, Vandalism to property, Repeated and unfounded complaints against a tenant or group, Abusive telephone calls, Placing rubbish or offensive material near a persons home, Loud and persistent noise such as loud music, barking dogs or other forms of nuisance such as bonfire smoke, or DIY work undertaken at unreasonable times to one of blocking driveways or inappropriate parking, and Abandoned vehicles, etc.
This incident reporting form is not a substitute for either contacting the local police, Ashford District Council Housing Department or the Crime Prevention Team.

Willesborough Community Forum only role is one of gathers information and will in no way investigate any reported incident shared with the Forum.  It should be noted that your information will be kept secure.  It may however be shared with the Local Community Police Officer who may be interested in what is happening in the area.  It does not mean that he will be taking up the issues raised.  He may well take action, if appropriate.
