NOTICE is hereby given that the Kent County Council, in exercise of its powers under Sections 1, 2 and 124 and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 and of all other enabling powers, proposes to make 2 Orders the effect of which will be to amend ‘The Kent County Council (Various Roads, Borough of Ashford) Waiting Restrictions and Street Parking Places) Consolidation Order 2007’ as amended, the effect of which will be:

Amendment No. 14

To introduce new and amended ‘no waiting at anytime’ restrictions in the following roads in Tenterden; Appledore Road, Beacon Oak Road, East Hill, Golden Square. These changes are intended to address current unsafe parking practices and provide additional parking where safe to do so.
Amendment No. 15
To introduce new and amended ‘no waiting at anytime’ and ‘designated parking places’ restrictions in the High Street, Tenterden in order to accommodate the proposed new piazza area outside Tenterden Town Hall. This in effect will result in the removal of 8 parking bays outside the Town Hall and their partial replacement with 3 new bays outside No.s 8 & 10 High Street.
