(AMENDMENT NO. 15) ORDER 2009 

THE KENT COUNTY COUNCIL acting as the local highway authority and in exercise of its powers under Sections 1, 2 and 124 and of Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 and of all other enabling powers, and after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police in accordance with Part III of Schedule 9 to the said Act, hereby makes the following Order:-

AMENDMENTS

The Kent County Council (Various Roads, Borough of Ashford) (Waiting Restrictions and Street Parking Places) Consolidation Order 2007 is hereby amended as follows:-

IN THE SCHEDULES OF THE ORDER

(2)
In the First Schedule Part 1 STREET OR LENGTH OF STREET WHERE WAITING IS PROHIBITED AT ANY TIME Lengths of Road at Tenterden in the Borough of Ashford.
(a) All references to High Street be deleted and replaced with the following:

HIGH STREET

(1)
On the north-western side 

(a) From it’s junction with West Cross extending in a north-easterly direction to a point 4.5 metres north-east of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of No. 2 West Cross;

(b) From a point 1.4 metres south-west of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of No. 136 High Street extending in a north-easterly direction to point 3.4 metres north-east of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of No. 136 High Street;

(c) From a point 2.3 metres south-west of a point in line with the south-western building line of No. 108-110 High Street extending in a north-easterly direction to a point 8.2 metres north-east of a point in line with the south-western building line of No. 108-110 High Street;

(d) From a point 16.8 metres north-east of a point in line with the south-western building line of No. 108-110 High Street extending in a north-easterly direction to a point 2.4 metres north-east of a point in line with the south-western building line of No. 104 High Street;

(e) From a point 9.9 metres north-east of a point in line with the south-western building line of No. 104 High Street extending in a north-easterly direction to a point 19 metres north-east of a point in line with the south-western building line of No. 104 High Street;

(f) From a point 62.7 metres north-east of a point in line with the south-western building line of No. 104 High Street extending in a north-easterly direction to a point 1.7 metres north-east of a point in line with the south-western building line of No. 92 High Street;

(g) From a point 8.1 metres north-east of a point in line with the south-western building line of No. 92 High Street  extending in a north-easterly direction to a point 17.2 metres south-west of a point in line with the western building line of No. 62 High Street (including all sides of the island outside the Vine Public House);
(h) From a point 3.4 metres south-west of a point in line with the western building line of No. 62 High Street extending in a north-easterly direction to a point 1.4 metres north-east of a point in line with the western building line of No. 62 High Street;

(i) From a point 2.5 metres south-west of a point in line with the western kerb-line of Church Road extending in a north-easterly direction to a point 7 metres north-east of a point in line with the common boundary of No.s 24/22A High Street;

(j) From a point 3 metres south-west of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of No. 16 High Street extending in a north-easterly direction to a point in line with the common boundary of No.s 10/12 High Street;

(k) From a point 16.5 metres north-east of a point in line with the common boundary of No.s 10/12 High Street extending in a north-easterly direction  to it’s junction with East Cross.

On the south-eastern side 

(a) from it’s junction with East Cross extending in a south-westerly direction to a point 0.7 metres south-west of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of No. 7 High Street;

(b) From a point 17.3 metres south-west of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of No. 7 High Street extending in a south-westerly direction to a point 1.1 metres south-west of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of Nos. 13-15 High Street;

(c) From a point 8 metres north-east of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of No. 23 High Street  extending in a south-westerly direction to a point 51.3 metres north-east of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of Nos. 63-65;

(d) From a point 19.5 metres north-east of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of Nos. 63/65 extending in a south-westerly direction to a point 14.5 metres north-east of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of Nos. 63/65;

(e) From it’s junction with Bridewell Lane to it’s junction with Highbury Lane.

(3) In the Third Schedule, the following Part to be added:

(b) From a point 7 metres north-east of a point in line with the common boundary of No.s 24/22A High Street extending in a north-easterly direction to a point 3 metres south-west of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of No. 16 High Street;

(c)
From a point 3.4 metres south-west of a point in line with the western building line of No. 62 High Street extending in a south-westerly direction for a distance of 13.8 metres;
(d)
From a point 1.4 metres north-east of a point in line with the western building line of No. 62 High Street extending in a north-easterly direction for a distance of 24.5 metres.
(4) In the Fifth Schedule, Part 9 (Authorised Parking Places at all times  except between 6am and 10am on Fridays, between 8am and 6pm on Mondays to Thursdays inclusive and on Saturdays  and between 10am and 6pm on Fridays where waiting is limited to 1 hour (no return within 1 hour) 

(a) All references to High Street be deleted and replaced with the following:

On the north‑western side 

(a)     From a point in line with the party wall of 10/12 High Street extending in a north-easterly direction for a distance of 16.5 metres;
(b) At right angles to the kerb from a point 7 metres north-east of a point in line with the common boundary of No.s 24/22A High Street extending in a north-easterly direction to a point 3 metres south-west of a point in line with the north-eastern building line of No. 16 High Street;

(c)
At right angles to the kerb from a point 3.4 metres south-west of a point in line with the western building line of No. 62 High Street extending in a south-westerly direction for a distance of 13.8 metres;
(d)
At right angles to the kerb from a point 1.4 metres north-east of a point in line with the western building line of No. 62 High Street extending in a north-easterly direction for a distance of 24.5 metres.
