e) The last date for representations should be written in the format dd/mm/yyyy 
and calculated as 28 days from the date on which the notice is displayed. 
 
Starting on the day after the day on which the application was submitted, this 
notice must be displayed prominently at or on the premises so that it can be 
conveniently read from the exterior of the premises for 28 consecutive days.
