ROAD TRAFFIC REGULATION ACT, 1984 

 

The Kent County Council (hereinafter referred to as “the Council”) in exercise of 

their powers under Section 46A of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, 

(hereinafter referred to as “the Act”) and in accordance with the regulations made 

by the Secretary of State (The Local Authorities’ Traffic Orders (Procedure) 

(England and Wales) Regulations Act 1996) and of all other enabling powers 

hereby give notice that the charges be paid in connection with the on-street pay & 

display parking places within Ashford town centre will, from 1
st
 April 2011, be 

varied as follows –  

 

On-Street Pay & Display Charges  

 

Charge during chargeable hours for Apsley Street, Bank Street, Castle Street, 

Church Road, Drum Lane, East Street, Godinton Road, High Street, New Street, 

North Street, Norwood Street, Park Street, Queen Street, Regents Place and West 

Street between 30 minutes and 1 hour at £1.00 per hour payable in 5p (3 minutes) 

increments and up to 4 hours between 6pm and 10pm at a flat rate of £2.70.

Any person wishing to question the validity of the Notice or of its provisions on 

the grounds that it is not within the powers of the relevant enabling Act or that a 

requirement of any such enabling Act or of any relevant regulations made 

thereunder has not been complied with may, within 6 weeks from the date on 

which the Notice was published, make application for the purpose to the High 

Court.
