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Landscape Strategy
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Creation of an attractive green 
zone between the A20 and the new 
development, supplementing existing 
vegetation with new native species 
planting. This would create a green 
corridor linking Alder Woods with the 
existing mature woodland area to the 
south west of The Moat.  This design 
approach would allow for new houses 
along the Ashford Road to be set 
back from the frontage, protecting the 
amenity of existing and new residents.
