Guidance notes on applying for a Primate Licence 
 
 
Guidance Note 1 – Application Process 
 
The steps involved in the application process are set out below.  Wherever possible, we aim to complete the application process within 10 weeks of receiving the application. However, it is possible that the process may take longer, for example, if further information is needed from the applicant or if it’s difficult to arrange the inspection.
 
1. The applicant submits their application form to the local authority and pays the relevant fee. 

2. The applicant will be required to submit procedures, policies and all relevant documentation relevant to the application as laid out in DEFRA’s statutory guidance. 
 
3. A suitably qualified inspector will arrange to visit the relevant premises and carry out an inspection to establish if a licence can be granted. 
 
4. The applicant pays any invoice relating to vet inspection fees (if applicable). 
 
5. Once any applicable vet inspection fees have been received, the applicant is informed of the outcome of the inspection and the licence is issued. 
  
Guidance Note 2 – Challenging a decision 
 
Applicants and licence holders can challenge a local authority decision to:
· refuse to grant or renew
· vary or surrender a licence application
· issue a rectification notice
· revoke a licence  

Applicants and licence holders have 28 days to make written representation to the local authority. The 28 
day period starts on the day on which the applicant or licence holder is first notified of the local 
authority’s decision. Representations can be emailed to licensing@ashford.gov.uk  

Guidance Note 3 – Appeals   

An individual can appeal to a First Tier Tribunal if they do not agree with the local authority’s decision following its reconsideration. This must be done within 28 days. The 28 day period starts on the day on which the applicant or licence holder is first notified of the local authority’s decision.
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
